Ordained or lay chaplains beginning 
their first or second year as chaplain at an NAES member school are invited to apply. Applicants 
must be serving in at least a half-time capacity as a school chaplain.

•	 Attending the New Chaplains Deep Dive on Wednesday, November 13, 2024, from 1–5pm at

•	 Monthly mentor/mentee conversations.
•	 Semi-annual check-in with NAES staff members.
•	 Access to resources about Episcopal schools, chaplaincy, & effective mentor–mentee relationships.
