Contribution to the larger school community through such means
as academic advising, in addition to coaching or sponsoring of extra-curricular programs, is expected of all
community members.

Qualifications:

e Bachelor's degree in an appropriate field of study from a four-year college or university, or post-graduate
work in subject matter; an advanced degree is preferred.

e Three years of teaching experience in an independent school setting is preferred. However, consideration
will be afforded to any qualified individual who has either worked in other educational settings or is new to
the teaching profession, and who has a strong sense of vocation to work with students in an independent,
college-preparatory environment.
